
To be eligible you must:
· Aged between 15 to 18 years old on the day of

departure according to the country chosen

· Present  your  complete  application  file  before  the

scholarships  application  deadline, which is March 1st

· Enclose a letter explaining why you (the participant)

should obtain a grant (max. 1 page long)

· Provide  any  other  documentation  or  information

that  may  influence  the  Selection Committee’s

decision

scholarships up to $5,000 for a year 
high school program, $4,000 for a 
semester high school program, $3,000 
for a trimester high school program, 
$1,500 for a summer program and 
$4,000 for a community service 
program. 

Who can obtain a scholarship?
The scholarships are offered to participants registered in an 
AFS program. The candidates must meet the admission 
criteria of the host country and have been accepted by AFS 
Canada. The Participation Agreement must have been 
signed and returned to the AFS office in Montreal.
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This scholarship  can be combined with the Barrett Family 
Foundation  one and the AFS Centennial one up to $5,000.
