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Message from Chair

Dear AFS Hong Kong Community,

2021 was a time of great challenge for AFS Hong Kong. In 2022, AFS Hong Kong
responded to this challenge by preparing and transforming for the next chapter of our
organization.

At the time of this annual report, our beloved home city is ready to reopen itself to the rest
of the world by removing most of its travel and social-distancing measures. Despite
uncertainties over the past year, we have witnessed a steady recovery of our signature
sending and hosting programs. This has enabled nearly 80 Hong Kong and foreign
students to experience a year-long intercultural exchange spanning 18 countries. This is
unmatched across all other for-profit and non-governmental educational institutes in
Hong Kong. 30 Hong Kong students received financial assistance or corporate
scholarships and sponsorships from AFS Hong Kong’s corporate donors and charities,
including the Hong Kong Jockey Club Charities Trust, the Chater Masonic Scholarship
Fund, Jane Gellman Scholarship, HSBC, Sun Hung Kai, Kerry Group and Towngas.

| am also pleased to share that AFS Hong Kong’s decade-long commitment to intercultural
education continues to garner recognition and support from other Hong Kong charities. In
2022, we received a generous donation from the Richard Charles Lee Charitable
Foundation, and launched a multi-year project that will empower Hong Kong youth to
discover the world and themselves. Founded by Dr RC Lee - one of Hong Kong’s
preeminent businessmen and philanthropists-this reputable foundation has been
encouraging and supporting the young, bright minds of Hong Kong to broaden their
educational experiences at top-notch universities overseas. Seeing many success stories
of AFS returnees, the Foundation agreed to partner with us by funding a total of 2,000
Hong Kong teenagers to participate in a student contest. Ten winners will be awarded a
full scholarship to go on a one-year exchange overseas, while another ten teenagers will be
selected to partake in the annual AFS Youth Assembly in New York City. In 2023, hundreds
of teenagers around the world will hold meaningful dialogues and work together to
advocate for social changes toward a more just and peaceful world. This new multi-year
project will end with a mentoring program through which the RC Lee Foundation will
connect the winning students with its past scholars who will in turn provide current
students with advice and guidance on study and career development.
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AFS is a community for students, as well as the thousands of returnees and host families
who have volunteered their time for the mission of our organization. | am a firm believer of
AFS’s foundation of volunteerism, holding the view that a strong network of volunteers is
one of the greatest and most unique assets of AFS.

Thanks to the loosening pandemic restrictions, we have been able to re-engage and enroll
more than 200 volunteers, new and old, into our revamped volunteer system and invite
them to be parts of virtual as well as in-person events. In September 2022, we organized
the first 40th face-to-face anniversary activity, an AFS Barbeque, allowing about a
hundred volunteers to meet up and celebrate.

In the coming months, AFS Hong Kong shall stand ready, and look forward, to reconnect
with the broader Hong Kong community as well as with our international partners, as the
year of 2023 will no doubt mark a fresh, bright start of our city as well as AFS Hong Kong.
