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Volunteer with AFS

AFS is a volunteer run organisation. You can help create what AFS is about and determine the quality of our work. At the end of the day that is something we are proud of together.

Activities you can get involved in are…

Student Support / Contact Person: One of the most important roles for volunteers is to support the foreign students who are hosted in their area. This means to learn how to counsel them, to be a friend and offer them opportunities to interact socially. It is a fun way to get to know people from around the world and to make new friends. It is also an opportunity to learn more about counseling and conflict resolution. Ask us how to become a contact person or organize social activities for students in your area.

Finding Host Families: Each year we host over 100 Students and community service volunteers from overseas. You can help us find families for them. Do you know people who might be interested in hosting or do you have ideas how to find host families in your community?

Interviewing: All host families and all students that go on an exchange need to be interviewed by a volunteer before participating in a programme. You get to know key groups of people in your local chapter, and represent AFS.

Orientations: AFS provides orientation events for host families, South African students, who go abroad and for foreign students hosted in South Africa. The orientations help them to cope with intercultural conflicts and to learn from their experiences. They are also events where people have fun together and get to know each other. You can help to organize and run these orientations. This is a chance to gain organisational and methodical knowledge, and to become a group leader.

Fundraising: Another way to get involved is to create fun activities to promote AFS, involving members of your community. This way you can raise scholarship money for sending deserving South Africans abroad or money for supporting your local chapter.

Administration: The national office in Johannesburg often needs help to photocopy, send out mails, make phone calls, type documents, create invitations or update our databases. You can learn what we do as staff and brush up your office skills.

School Relations: School relations are very important for AFS. You can help us further develop these relations. Give an AFS presentation at a school to find students who want to host or go on an exchange, and keep in contact with the school.

Community Organisation Relations: Placing community service participants is one way that AFS supports organisations in local communities to be better able to deliver benefits to the people that they serve. You can help us to work more effectively by supporting a community organization that is hosting someone from overseas.
PR and Marketing: You can promote our programmes by organising school presentations, writing articles for local newspapers or getting one of our exchange students on radio. You can also become involved in internal communication: We have a regular volunteer newsletter that you can contribute to.
